Those who took part certainly enjoyed 
choosing and planting and for a time were keen 
to water their plants.  One child sewed courgette 
seeds which germinated and produced four 

courgettes. The

Other plants were a 
rose, begonias and 
nasturtium seeds 
which are still 
thriving.
